RACE EXECUTION:

 The length of the race course is 2800m (10% asphalt, 70% grass, 20% gravel). 

 On the route will be set up two artificial obstacles, stairs and double technical box. 

 The bicycle washing point is next to the technical box two others outside box. 

 In the race Elite Men, Elite Woman and Junior zone 80% applies.
